The Centre for Jawaharlal Nehru Studies (CINS), Jamia Millia Islamia, New Delhi, India was
established in 2004 with the objective of conducting research and teaching on development
issues.

The course is based on theoretical lectures and practical
exercises in SPSS. This research methodology course is useful for researchers in Sociology,
Political Science, Psychology, History, Economics and Interdisciplinary researchers in Social
Sciences and Humanities.

Eligibility Criteria

Five faculty members / research students are to be nominated by the directors of respective
Centres, namely Centre for Culture, Media & Governance, Centre for the Study of
Comparative Religions and Civilizations, DR. K.R. Narayanan Centre for Dalit & Minorities
Studies, Nelson Mandela Centre for Peace and Conflict Resolution and Centre for Jawaharlal
Nehru Studies on or before 30™ November 2012. In addition, Centre would like to train five
more faculty/research students from Jamia or any other university. For these five open seats,
faculty members, Ph.D/M.Phil. students in Social Sciences and allied subjects are eligible.
