She has full moral 

support of her family and friends, and a faith in the legal system, 

and a confidence in finding a way out of their problems…The play 

broadly deals with violence against women in various forms and 

makes the female characters in the play think that it is time they 

stopped thinking of being scared, and stand up for themselves 

collectively. It is not a tirade against men, who are also victims of 

the patriarchal system.
